 Answer: God’s library of eternal truth in written human words 

• 16 centuries to write (1,500 yrs before Jesus to 100 yrs after) 

• 66 books with a total of 929 chapters in the OT; 260 in NT 

• 45 human authors f/ various backgrounds (king/tax-collector) 

• Written in three languages (Heb, Aram, Gk), covering topics 

from creation, fall of man, Israel, redemption of man by the 

cross of Jesus, the Church, and the Kingdom of God.  

 
B. Why do WE need to read from God’s Library? 

• Isaiah 55:8-13 

(a) GOD . . . holy, transcendent, perfect, powerful, sovereign, 

self-existent, invisible, eternal, and purposeful Creator Spirit. 

(b) MAN . . . the created image-bearer of God on earth who 

rebelled and rejected God and His creative purpose, and who 

remains frail, arrogant, full of sin, and far from his Creator. 

(c) BIBLE . . . perfect, powerful, persuasive, persevered, clear 

authoritative, written Word of God pursuing His fallen 

image-bearer: Man. 

Answer:  From the Bible: (1) God’s mind is immediately 

accessible; (2) God’s creation is fully explained;  (3) God’s 

redemption is carefully detailed; (4) God’s way is perfectly clear.
